OPPORTUNITY FOR 

SAVINGS ON HEATING OIL 

In an effort to help Waubeekans reduce their fuel costs 
for the winter of 2001-2002, the Board of Directors has 
been communicating with local oil companies in order to 
get a lower “Waubeeka community rate.” 

As of October 1st, we have received the following details 
from local suppliers: 

HOLCOMBE FUEL (426-5804):   Current oil price is 
$1.199 per gallon.  No fee to join their price protection plan, 
which offers a 10 cent cap (prices no higher than $1.299) 
until June 2002.   New customers ONLY eligible for 5 cent 
discount on cap (prices no higher than $1.249). 

HOME OIL (743-2779):  New customers ONLY are 
eligible for lock-in price of $1.199 until April 30, 2002. 

LEAHY’S (748-3535):  Current oil price is $1.299 per 
gallon to June 2002, but LWA residents get 10 cents off 
the current price.  $30 fee to sign up for lock-in. 

MITCHELL (744-0600):  Pre-buy program offers fixed 
price of $1.199 per gallon.  Budget cap offers $1.399 per 
gallon with an additional 5 cents off posted price at delivery. 

* * Note:  Please be advised that these prices were 
quoted as of 10/1/01, and cannot be guaranteed unless 
you call the company and identify yourself as a resident 
of Lake Waubeeka. 

Other oil companies may be willing to offer a special 
discount rate to Waubeeka residents if we can deliver 
enough customers.  The decision of which oil company 
to use is strictly in the hands of each homeowner.  If 
you are interested in further details, please contact Joe 
Deligdish at 794-1330.

The Board of Directors continues to receive many 
complaints about cars speeding in Lake Waubeeka.  
In the next few weeks, we will be installing several 
trial “speed dips” in our roads, in an effort to keep 
drivers from speeding through our streets.  The 15 
m.p.h. speed limit is essential in a community filled 
with children and other pedestrians.  If these 
speed dips don’t reduce the number of reckless 
drivers on our roads, we will invite the Danbury 
Police department to monitor our roads with radar.

ALL COMMUNITY STRIP 
LAND BELONGS TO LAKE WAUBEEKA, not to 
individual homeowners.  (The size of the strip varies, 
depending upon your location.)  Homeowners are 
encouraged to maintain their strips with the same 
care and diligence as they maintain their property.  
However, if you do not maintain the community strip in 
front of your house—if you allow trees or shrubs to 
extend into the street or if you discard potentially-
hazardous obstacles on the community strip—these 
will be removed by our caretakers.  If you have any 
questions or concerns, please contact Jesse Uhrman at 
212 / 865-6997 before doing any work.
