A LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT 
 
Dear Neighbors, 
 
Well, we’ve managed to come through another winter 
unscathed and in great shape.  Welcome back to everyone!  
I have much to report on some of the initiatives that the 
board has undertaken over the last few months.  It is 
truly an exciting time to be a member of this board.  In 
anticipation of our 51st season, the board has been 
assessing and re-evaluating our present bylaws and 
financial practices and procedures.  This information will 
be formally presented at our budget meeting on May 26th.  
Therefore, it is especially crucial that you attend this 
year’s meeting. 

First, let me inform you that we are financially solid.  As a 
result, we are planning a number of new initiatives that 
will improve the quality of life at Lake Waubeeka.  Our 
beautification committee, chaired by Chris Zwang and 
Sandy Ritter, has been hard at work implementing many 
wonderful improvements in our community.  As the 
months go by, I’m sure that you will be pleased with the 
progress that Chris, Sandy and many volunteers have 
made over the last few months.  We are very thankful 
and appreciative of their time and commitment. 

Many of our members have noticed that a number of trees 
have been cut around the lake and community roads.  
These trees were marked for removal almost two years 
ago.  They were either dead or dying, and in some cases, 
they presented a threat to our safety.  Most noticeable 
are the trees that were removed at the Paul Street beach 
in the back area where many of our neighbors sit so they 
can be shaded from the sun.  To remedy the situation, the 

board has decided to place a removable canopy in front of 
the existing trees, so that shade continues to be provided.  
We hope this awning proves to be effective.  I look 
forward to your comments. 

For road safety sake, we will be placing speed bumps in 
areas that we feel present a danger.  The speed limit on 
our roads remains 15 m.p.h.  Please obey this rule.  We are 
hopeful that the speed bumps will act as a reminder of 
how important it is to slow down on our roads. 

Refuse and its removal has become a great burden.  It is 
ugly and costly.  You can make a difference by depositing 
your refuse in properly designated areas.  All household 
trash should be deposited in secure receptacles outside 
each home, or placed in the large dumpster behind the 
Community House.  Building materials and all other debris 
can be placed in the receptacle next to our caretaker’s 
garage.  As a courtesy, Flo will pick up leaves only in front 
of your homes.  Please inform all contractors and seasonal 
workers that they are responsible for debris removal in 
accordance with our rules and regulations.  They are not 
to dump material in our surrounding forest.  Let’s pitch in 
and keep our community clean and beautiful. 

Have you looked at the area where many of us dock our 
boats at the Paul Street beach?  It looks terrible!  We 
have decided that it’s time for a major cleanup.  Our 
shoreline will be restored to its original pristine condition 
with your help.  We are in the process of developing a 
protocol for boat identification and, if necessary, boat 
removal.  Please cooperate by putting your name and/or 
address on your boat.  If your boat is in disrepair or 
unusable, please remove it.  We are going to be clearing 
the area where many members dock their boats.  New 
sand will be added to extend the shoreline and beach 
area.  More information about boat docking will be 
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discussed at the budget meeting.  We need your full 
cooperation. 

After months of planning, in June our memorial to Lake 
Waubeeka’s founding firefighters will be ready for 
viewing.  The ball field site has been prepared and 
designed by our beautification committee.  The memorial 
plaque was conceived by Joe Deligdish and Shirley Zwang.  
Many thanks to everyone who contributed their time on 
this project.  I am sure many moments will be spent 
reflecting on the profound contribution that our heroic 
pioneers made fifty years ago. 

Finally, the teen room in the community house is nearing 
completion.  We expect that by late summer or early fall 
our children will have a place to call their own.  Thank you 
to Flo Bouchard, our amazing caretaker, for doing a 
fantastic job. 

It has been a very productive winter.  There is much to be 
thankful for and a great deal of work ahead.  Please come 
to the budget meeting on Sunday, May 26th, at 11:00 a.m.  
We have a lot to discuss and we want all our members to be 
informed.  Remember, please conserve water and pump 
those septic tanks.  See you at the meeting.

Are you selling your home?  To make the transfer of 
ownership easier, we urge all homeowners to follow these 
guidelines: 

1. Remind your real estate agent to notify the buyer 
that they must contact the LWA attorney for a RESALE 
CERTIFICATE.  This should be done prior to the sale and 
should be part of the closing documents. 

2. Have your real estate agent contact our Board of 
Directors for any questions regarding LWA rules and 
regulations, especially concerning potential rental of your 
home.  This will help the real estate agent sell or rent 
your home more easily. 

3. Security passes can be transferred to new 
homeowners by calling Steven Pearlman at 743-9644.  
You may give your passes to the new homeowner when you 
sell your home, but you must call Steve to get your name 
removed from the "dialer" at the gate, and have the new 
homeowners added to the dialer at the gate.  

4.  Once the new homeowner arrives, we drop off a 
LWA welcome package for a friendly welcome to the 
Lake!  It is stuffed with interesting and helpful 
information about the community. 

5. We’ve created a special brochure to help our renting 
residents learn more about the amenities and regulations 
at Lake Waubeeka.

24-hour surveillance cameras take a picture of all cars 
entering and exiting the community. 

 
Please dispose of bulk items roadside for pickup, or at the 
dumpster behind the Community House.  It would also be 
appreciated if soda cans and plastic water bottles are 
deposited in the next roadside trash can you pass rather 
than casually flipping them into the brush.

CONSERVE WATER! 
The city of Danbury has declared a “Phase 1 Water 
Emergency” as a result of the continued drought that 
threatens our local water resources.  Although Lake 
Waubeeka does not use Danbury’s water system, we believe 
that it is in our community’s best interest to participate in all 
water conservation efforts.  These restrictions are in effect: 
 

• No watering lawns, gardens, shrubs, or outdoor 
plants by any means other than a bucket or pail 

• No washing of private vehicles 
• No use of ornamental fountains, waterfalls or 

reflecting pools 
 
We urge residents to follow these water-saving steps: 
 
In General 
• Repair leaky faucets, indoors and out. 
• Install faucet aerators at sinks. 
 
In the Kitchen 
• Defrost food in the refrigerator instead of using 

running water. 
• Keep a container of drinking water in the 

refrigerator rather than waiting for cold water from 
faucet. 

• Fill your sink or basin when hand-washing dishes. 
• Only run the dishwasher when it’s full. 
• Don’t pre-rinse dishes before loading into 

dishwasher. 
 
Laundry 
• Run full loads of laundry instead of many small loads. 
 
In the Bathroom 
• Take short showers instead of baths. 
• Do not let the faucet flow while brushing your teeth 

or shaving.  Use a glass of water for rinsing teeth. 
• Repair leaky toilets.  A leaking toilet can waste up to 

100 gallons of water per day. 
• Install a low-flow showerhead—these devices save 3 

gallons per minute. 
• Place a weighted plastic one-half gallon jug or a toilet 

dam in the tank of conventional toilets to displace 
and save water with each flush. 

 
Outside the Home 
• Use a broom, not a hose, to clean driveways, decks, 

porches and steps. 
• Water your garden no more than once a week during 

the coolest part of the day. 
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
