The democratic process will be in full swing on July 27™
at 9 p.m. We will all be given an opportunity to examine,
discuss and vote on the by-law initiative. By now, you
have received a copy of the proposed revisions of the
Lake Waubeeka Association by-laws. Please do not take
this opportunity lightly. These are the laws by which we
are governed at Lake Waubeeka. We need your full
cooperation. If you haven't yet had the chance, please
read the revised set of laws so that you will be informed
about the merger of LWA and LWPO, and the proposed
amendments. Participation is crucial. If you can't make
the meeting, please designate your proxy to whichever
homeowner in good standing you choose. The Board of
Directors looks forward to discussing your questions and
your concerns. Our counsel representative from Pullman
and Comley, Adam Cohen, will be present to answer all of
your questions. See you on the 27™ at 9:00.

Let me take some time to fell you what's happening. On
the beautification side, Chris Zwang, Sandy Ritter and
many others will be planting, replacing our old street
signs with new ones, and beginning our initiative to
spruce up the garage area adjacent to the security gate.
Next, it is our hope that the paddleball wall will be
repaired before July 4™ Work should begin in the next
few weeks. We are looking forward to a resurgence in
usage once the wall is complete.

We have just received the engineer's report on the new
Sandy Brown room. Except for a few minor alterations,
the room looks fo be in great shape, and will probably be
ready for use sometime during the fall.

The Paul Street beach cleanup will be underway shortly. We
have a new load of sand ready to place in the proposed area
behind the beach. We are asking for your cooperation.
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Please tag your boats with names and addresses. A new area
for boat docking will be announced shortly.

Mary Ellen Graziano, our entertainment chairperson, has
planned many events for the summer. Events and dates will
be posted and appear in this issue of the Waubeekan. You
may have noticed new speed bumps placed in specially
designated areas around the community. We have examined
the road carefully and have determined where placement will
be most beneficial in deterring speeders. Remember, our
speed limit is 15 m.p.h. Please stay focused and watch out
for those bumps for safety's sake.

On to the lake. We have replaced the old ropes and floats
that are connected to the rafts and shoreline. You will
begin fo notice on a more regular basis the sound of our
weed harvester. As aresult of a very warm winter, we
have an abundance of weeds. The carp are helping, but
even they can't keep up with the milfoil growth. We will be
harvesting at a greater rate this year to help reduce the
impact of weed growth. Please be patient. We are moving
as quickly as we can to remove the weeds in and around the
perimeter of the lake.

Finally, we are planning to have a formal dedication to our
hero pioneers who founded this wonderful community. The
plaque, which will be attached to the large rock in the ball
field, is being prepared. We are hopeful that the
dedication will happen during Labor Day weekend. I don't
have to tell you how important this monument is to all of us.
We will finally have a permanent memorial to our founders.
Many years after we have passed on, others who call Lake
Waubeeka their home will always be reminded of these
wonderful, brave and heroic individuals.
