Route 7 Update

...excerpted from The News-Times, May 24, 2008

Gov. M. Jodi Rell’s office announced Friday that
funding will be provided for the second phase of Route 7
south between Ridgefield and Danbury in the fiscal year
that begins July 1.

The Department of Transportation acknowledged that
federal funding for the project was not in place, so the
entire $40 million cost of widening the last 1.5 miles
would have to come from the state.

“The Route 7 corridor is by far the most heavily
traveled north-south roadway in western Connecticut,”
Rell said Friday. “I will also ask the state Bond
Commission to get the funding in place this summer so
that the next phase can begin as quickly as possible.”

State Rep. John Frey, R-Ridgefield, said the DOT
is preparing the bid package for the second phase of
the widening project. The governor has $50 million in
discretionary state bonding that she can draw on, and
her willingness to make the Route 7 widening a priority is
“great news for Ridgefield and the state,” Frey said.

The DOT will immediately start work to improve the
roadway where Route 7 south now transitions from the
newly completed four-way section to the old two-lane
section, near Starrs Plain Road. The additional work is
expected to cost less than $130,000, and will be paid for
with funding already in place.
