














GARBAGE REMINDER...

As of September 1, we have returned to our
“off-season” collection schedule.

Garbage and recyclables—bagged separately and
appropriately, of course—are picked up ONCE A WEEK
on Monday mornings (EARLY).

Garbage should always be placed in a thoroughly
critter-proof container!
Recyclables—metal cans, aluminum foil, glass and
plastic bottles—should be placed curbside in a clear or
blue bag. Newspapers and flattened cardboard boxes
should be bundled together with string,
or placed in a brown paper bag.

The dumpsters are always available for disposal of
household garbage, but are NOT to be used for the
disposal of recyclable items, construction debris, or large
items, such as furniture and appliances.

Large items as above should be placed curbside on
your own property, where they will be picked up by our
Maintenance Crew in a day or two.

If you plan to clean up your property, please pile
LEAVES ONLY curbside. Our Maintenance Crew will not
pick up any other “yard debris.”

We have a wonderful system here. Please treat it with
the respect it deserves!

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Home Selling Tips

Are you sellng your home? To make the transfer of
ownership easier, we urge all homeowners to follow
these guidelines:

Remind your real estate agent to notify the buyer that
they must contact the LWA attorney for a RESALE
CERTIFICATE. (Contact Adam Cohen at ajcohen@
pullcom.com.) This should be done prior to the sale,
and should be part of the closing documents.

1. Have your real estate agent contact our Board
of Directors with any questions regarding LWA
rules and regulations, especially concerning the
potential rental of your home. This will help the
agent sell or rent your home more easily.

2. Security passes can be transferred to new
homeowners by calling Bill Heese at 796-0146.
You may give your passes to the new homeowner
when you sell your home, but you must call Bill
to get your name removed from the “dialer” at the
gate.

3. Once the new homeowner arrives, we drop off a
LWA welcome package for a friendly welcome to
our Community! It is stuffed with interesting and
helpful information about the Community.

4. We've created a special brochure to help our
renting residents learn more about the amenities
and regulations at Lake Waubeeka. If you would
