














A neighbor writes:

The need for septic pumping can’t be disputed.
The likelihood that, without some sort of Community
mandate, some members would not pump often
enough is high.

The Board’s decision that it needs to be
done every two years, regardless of individual
circumstances, is debatable both by simple logic
and according to septic pumping services.

Instead of a two-year universal mandate, a local
pumping service recommends that, based on
twelve months’ occupancy, a family of five should
do it every two to two-and-a-half years; a family of
four, every three years; a family of three, every four
years; and a family of two, every five years.

As an example, | personally spend less than 100
days a year in my house, and my wife is only there
part of the time. For me to pump as frequently as
another homeowner living full-time at the Lake, with
a family of five, is excessive.

| suggest the Board revise its thinking on this to
better reflect family size and annual occupancy.

As currently mandated, it can be an unnecessary
expense for many homeowners.

If
necessary, the Board will follow-up “officially”
with them on your situation.

Keep in mind that garbage pickup is much
more difficult when maneuvering around
snow banks and partially-blocked
garbage sheds.

Make sure your trash cans are both
accessible and securely closed!
